WEDDING POLICY

All fees are due in full fourteen (14) days before wedding.
A copy of FCC Wedding and Campus Policy must be signed and returned to Church Office.
Arrangements for access and use of the building both for rehearsal and wedding is to be negotiated with pastor.  
Once the wedding date and times are set.  A signed contract that specifies the date, the use of the building, the times the doors will be opened and closed, and fees associated with the wedding will be given to the signed parties for reference.
Minister:

· The minister of First Christian Church shall officiate all weddings that are held in the sanctuary.  Another minister is welcome to    co-officiate the wedding, if so desired by the couple and with consultation of the minister.

· It is at the minister’s discretion whether to accept or refuse a    non-member wedding.  
· All weddings performed will also include premarital counseling sessions and will be scheduled with the minister directly.

· The minister will work with the couple to plan the wedding service and lead the wedding rehearsal.

Organist/Pianist:

The Organist/Pianist has right of first refusal, which means if you desire to have an organist/pianist play for the wedding, the music personnel of FCC should be used.   If a guest musician is desired, it will be done with the consultation of the music personnel at FCC
Sound Technician:


      The Sound Operator will provide microphones, sound, cd player 

      as needed and will be available for rehearsal and wedding.

Custodian:

    - The Custodian of the Church will be there to open and lock the 

      doors for the contractually agreed upon times.  

· The Custodian will also be available during the ceremony should any needs arise and make sure the building is in good working order before & after the ceremony.
Dates will not be reserved on the church calendar without $200.00 deposit given.  This can be done in the form of a check made out to “First Christian Church” and can serve as the refundable damage deposit/hold-the-date fee.

CHURCH CAMPUS USAGE POLICY FOR WEDDINGS

No rice or confetti may be thrown anywhere inside the church buildings.

You may not use the dishes or kitchen utensils.  Please use your own.
